 March Speech of 

Bangabandhu is a speech delivered by the founding 
father of Bangladesh, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, at 
the then Ramna Racecourse Ground (now 
Suhrawardy Udyan) in Dhaka  to a gathering of a 
huge number of people on the 7

th
 March of 1971. It 

was the core inspiration of our liberation war. 
During the speech, Bangabandhu declared in a 
thunderous voice that "The struggle, this time, is for 
our freedom; the fight, this time, is for our 

independence." It was delivered during a period of 
escalating tensions between East (now Bangladesh) 
and West Pakistan. Pakistani military rulers refused 
to transfer the power to Bangabandhu, whose party 
Awami League gained the majority by winning 167 
of the 169 seats allotted to East Pakistan and a 
majority of the 313 seats in the National Assembly 
in the general election of 1970. The Bangalees were 
already in destitute due to the economic favoritism 
practised by the West Pakistani rulers for 23 years. 
The speech inspired them to prepare for a war of 
independence amid widespread reports of armed 
mobilisation by West Pakistan. The Bangladesh 
Liberation War began 18 days later, when the 
Pakistan Army launched ‘Operation Searchlight’ 
against Bengali civilians, intellectuals, students and 
politicians. On the 30

th
 October 2017, UNESCO 

recognized the speech as a part of world's 
documentary heritage.

The plight of the Duriganga 

symbolizes the general state of many rivers in 

Bangladesh, a large flat land criss-crossed by 

hundreds of rivers which face an uphill battle to 

keep them navigable and their waters safe for human 

and aquatic lives.

The Six Point Movement 

   In our  history of independence, The six point movement is written in golden words. Six point movement was a 
landmark movement for Bengalees. On June 7 in 1966, the Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman launched a massive movement against the misrule of the Pakistani rulers on the basis of the 6-point 
demands, the 'Magna Carta' of the Bengalis, demanding autonomy for the then East Pakistan.He put forward these 
demands to bring back rights of Bengalee people. The 6-point demands were provision of federal government in 
constitution, central government's dealing with only defense and foreign affairs, introduction of two separate but 
easily convertible currencies for East and West Pakistan, vesting the power of taxation and revenue collection with 
the provincial government, maintaining two separate accounts for the foreign exchange earnings of the two regions, 
and creation of a separate militia or paramilitary force for East Pakistan. The historic movement for six-point 
demand took an important turn on June 7, 1966. The six-point demands contained the framework of independence of 
Bangali nation. This movement later inspired the other significant events of our independence movement. 

Unwavering leadership of Bangabandhu in our independence 

   Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman,father of the nation,was committed to earn the independence of the then 
east pakistani people. He contributed significantly in all the events leading to our independence. He always protested 
against the abuse of west pakistani rules. During the west pakistani regime, he was put behind bars several times for 
accusing the rulers of discrimination towards our people. Bangabandhu led student movements in 1952 and the 
following years. In 1966, he put forward six points demands which made him the supreme leader of our fight for 
independence unanimously. Although claiming landslide victory in general election of 1970, he was deprived of 
power. Bangabandhu gave an era defining speech on 7th march,1971 where he gave all the necessary direction for 
achieving independence. Our hard fought independence was earned under the dynamic leadership of Bangabandhu. 

Women astronauts who inspired exploration 

   Women astronauts first made their mark in outer space when Valentina Tereshkova became the first woman to 
travel there. Inspired by her, many women astronauts have gone on to create history by reaching outer space. The 
inspiration got from famous women astronauts like Tereshkova and Kalpana Chawla has intrigued many other women 
to explore beyond our planet.

Nelson Mandela’s fight against apartheid 

  Nelson Mandela,one of the most celebrated leaders in the history of the world, fought against racial discrimination 
and unflinching attitude toward the liberation for his people. For the black people who were oppressed, he came as a 
relief and savior. He waged a war less war without weapon against the injustice done to the repressed people. During 
the darkest period of apartheid sickened Africa, he protested against it with all his means regardless of imprisonment, 
suffering and miseries inflicted upon him. Even though he was jailed for voicing his concern against white domination 
and had to spend almost 30 years behind bars, neither did he waver nor did he compromise on the matter of his people's 
emancipation, all of which placed him among the  greatest leaders around the world. 

The incidents reflected in 7th March Speech 

   The 7
th

 March speech delivered by Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman is an epoch-making speech that 
summed up all the major incidents from 1952 to 1970. Bangabandhu begins his speech with a poignant description 
of how the people of Bengal had sacrificed their lives to establish Bangla as the state language. Then he, with a 
heavy heart, states the failure of forming government despite winning the 1954‟s United Front Election which was 
followed by the declaration of martial law by Ayub Khan in 1958. He also speaks of six-point movement of 1966, 
Ayub Khan‟s fall and Yahya Khan‟s taking over who promised to transfer power to the elected representatives 
which turned out nothing but a lie. Being betrayed repeatedly, Bangabandhu calls for a non-cooperation movement 
which the people earnestly joined in. Finally, his urging the people to be armed and prepared for an imminent war 
changed the course of history with the birth of Bangladesh as a free and sovereign state.
